Cnpt A. B. Eades' new boat was
launchediiast Saturdny afternoon meav
the ferry-Innding. 'The report that the
iaunching would take place drew a
large erowd to the niver and people sat
or stood around for a long time waiting
for it. The boat ‘was built apon the
edge of the bank which slopes gradu.
ally to the water, A lot of green col-
‘tonwood poles were laid from the boat
to the river, and the bark was smpoeﬂ
from the upper side of them. When
everything was in rendiness the props
on the rtiver side of the boat were
knock ed.out, iha boat settled slowly
over on to the slippery poles and thon
slid down quickly into the water, right-
-ed itself and flonted out as far as the
rope attech#d would letit. The launch-
ing was o stecess. J. J, Walther, who
bwlt thei boat, was in charge of the
work. He dods everything well.

The hoat looks to be well built and,
in the opinion of those who ought to
know,is: & geod one. It will draw
sbout 16 inches of water when com-
pleted, with all machinery aboard. It
{5 125 feet in length, 20 foot beam; five
 foot stroke and 10 inch eylinder. "The
' boiler is 22 feet long, and the engines
will hdve the necessary power to pro-
pel the boat at a satislacto!ry raie’ of
speed.
